Pursuant to the ASR Agreement, approximately 80% of the shares expected to be repurchased will be received by
the Company on August 21, 2023. The total number of shares ultimately repurchased under the ASR program will be determined upon final settlement and
will be based on a discount to the volume-weighted average price of the Company’s common stock during the ASR period. The Company anticipates that
all repurchases under the ASR will be completed by the end of the third quarter of 2023.

The total number
of shares ultimately repurchased under the program will be determined upon final settlement and will be based on a discount to
the volume-weighted average price of FLEETCOR’s common stock during the ASR period.
